Habilitation Report Instructions.

I-Independent means the Consumer was fully independent and successfully completed the goal with no assistance. 
V-Verbal Prompt means a verbal signal to engage in a behavior.
M- Modeling is demonstrating the desired behavior to be imitated by Consumer.
G-Gesture means a signal to engage in a behavior can include visual cues; auditory cues e.g. egg timer or physical guidance. 
C-Chaining means breaking a task into steps
H-Hand over Hand means the adult holds the back of the Consumers hand and the Consumer is guided through the motions of the activity to be learned.
R-Refused means the Consumer refused to participate in the habilitation objective.
B-Barrier means something that limited the Consumers participation in the objective e.g. Intolerance, physical limit, sick etc.
